Son of Man describes Jesus…

�The Son of man comes in glory with 
angels and bring about judgment (Matt 
16: 27)

�This glorious coming will be a time of 
renewal and regeneration.  Christ will be 
enthroned and His apostles will be given 
special places of honor (Matt. 19: 28)

�The coming will be sudden, 
like the flash of lightning 
(Matt. 24: 27; Luke 17: 24)

�The twofold sign of coming is a time 
like Noah’s day (Matt. 24: 37; Luke 17: 
26) and his appearance of the Son of 
man on the clouds (Matt. 24: 30)

�The time of His coming is unexpected 
(Luke 12: 40)
